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2. Terms of Reference

To celebrate the 50th year of statehood, the Government of Meghalaya in association with
the Meghalaya State Olympic Association (MSOA) and the Northeast Olympic Association
(NEOA) are slated to host the 2nd edition of the Northeast Olympic Games from the 30th
of October till the 8th of November 2022 in Shillong, Meghalaya. The aim of organizing the
Games is to encourage greater participation of youth in sporting activities in order to
discover talent for higher level & international competitions at an early stage.

The first edition of the Northeast Olympic Games was organised in Manipurin 2018, owing
to the outbreak of the pandemic the subsequent editions could be not hosted. The second
edition is a revival of the Games which is expected to feature over 2500 athletes from the
eight north eastern states of the country.

2.1.2 Temporary Internet and Wi-Fi Services

3.2 Conditions for Consortium and Subcontracting

Consortium and Subcontracting is permitted in this RFP. Consortium is allowed from the eligible
entities to increase the technical eligibility and qualification of the proposal and make larger pools
of experts available. The association may be formalized in form of a Joint Venture or any other
suitable mechanism. The arrangement should clearly indicate the Lead Partner. The financial
eligibility has to be met by Lead Partner individually. For the purpose of technical eligibility, the
experience of the partners will be pooled together. However, subsidiary is not allowed to claim
experience & turnover of its holding/ parent company or sister subsidiary company. A firm can
only submit one proposal either individually or as a consortium. If a firm participates in more than
one proposal individually or as a partner, then all such proposals will be rejected. A firm shall
submit only one proposal, either individually or consortium partner.

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3.3 Evaluation

The financial proposals will be ranked in terms of their total evaluated cost. The least cost
proposal will be ranked as L-1 and the next higher and so on will be ranked as L-2, L-3 etc. The
least cost proposal (L-1) will be considered for award of contract.

In L1 method of selection, Bidders shall submit both a technical proposal and a financial proposal
at the same time. Minimum qualifying marks for quality of the technical proposal are as
prescribed along with a structure for allotting marks for various technical criteria/attributes.

Technical

The technical proposals are opened first and evaluated and the bids that qualify as per the
technical evaluation criteria will only be considered as technically qualified/. Any Bidder that
passes the benchmarks is declared as technically qualified and their financial bids are opened. The
rest would be considered technically non-qualified and would not participate in the process.
